All exhibitors were energetic and enthusiastic and plan to be at
Founders Day this year. Trustee Boissonnault and Trustee Bryde attended the Eagle Scout ceremony and
Trustee Boissonnault provided a proclamation for Winfield Greene. Trustee Bryde is looking forward to the visit
to UCP to tour their facility with an eye toward Emergency shelter and asks about the status of NY Alert. Mayor
Schoenig says he is following up and hopes to see Tom Lannon at UCP tomorrow. Trustee Bryde asks about the
NYSEG streetlight removal. Street lights are on the schedule for removal and they have stopped charging us for
those units designated to be removed. Trustee Bryde is excited to hear the Pattern for Progress effort is
moving forward with a joint visit to Garden Street School scheduled for August 24",

also continues to question the Town of Southeast methodology of taxing village residents believing they are
overcharging us for services we do not receive. NYCOM magazine had a good article on the subject in their
Summer 2012 issue. Village residents pay the town at least $200,000 in taxes to the Town and receive
miniscule services in return. Mayor Schoenig wants to get in touch with Assemblyman Katz and have him put
forward a proposal to control/minimize Town taxes within Villages.
