2. Caroling Parade permit – Amy Campanaro was in attendance to answer any questions regarding the Caroling parade 
permit application.  Mayor Schoenig motions to approve the Caroling Parade Permit on 12/1/12 from 5:15 to 6:30 
on Main Street from the Museum to the Train Station and back to Walter Brewster House, waiving any associated 
fees, Deputy Mayor Piccini 2nd all in favor 5 to 0.

3.1. Code Enforcement Report – Joe Hernandez – Mayor Schoenig motions to approve the August Code 

Enforcement Report, Deputy Mayor Piccini 2nd all in favor 5 to 0.  Report attached to these minutes. 
3.2. Engineer’s Report – John Folchetti – Deputy Mayor Piccini motions to approve the Engineer’s Report, Trustee 

Stockburger 2nd all in favor 5 to 0.  Of note, sewer Mains were jetted and grease extracted so as not to impact 
plant operations as per the locations identified in previous minutes.  Report attached to these minutes.

5.1. Trustee Stockburger motions to approve the establishment of a separate budgetary fund (CL) for 
Refuse/Garbage effective with the 2014 Village Budget Year, Trustee Bryde 2nd all in favor 5 to 0. 



6. Award 2013 Utility Water Truck purchase 

6.1. Deputy Mayor Piccini motions to approve the purchase of a 2013 1 ton Utility Water Truck from Vision Ford, 
the lowest responsible bidder for $37,068.00, Trustee Boissonnault 2nd all in favor 5 to 0. 

7. Public notice – AUD 

7.1. Trustee Boissonnault motions to order the Clerk to publish a legal notice announcing the Fiscal Year 2012 
Annual Financial Document is available at Village Hall, Deputy Mayor Piccini 2nd all in favor 5 to 0. 

8. Water & Sewer Fees – Consensus is to do it at cost and survey the neighboring municipalities for application fees 
charged in addition to actual cost.  Recommendation will be presented at the October 3rd Board meeting and 
amendment of the fee schedule may take place at that time. [The Board moved this item for consideration earlier on 
the agenda to between item 3.2 and 3.3 as both Code Enforcement Officer and Village Engineer are in attendance] 

9. Fee for non-payment of taxes sent to County – Counsel Molé will check into authorization guidelines. 

10. Greenways grant application resolution 

10.1. Mayor Schoenig motions to approve Resolution No. 091912-1 as written for the Greenways Grant 
application, Trustee Stockburger 2nd all in favor 5 to 0. 

11. Correspondence sent-received for August, 2012 

11.1. Trustee Bryde motions to approve Correspondence Sent-Received for August 2012, Deputy Mayor 
Piccini 2nd all in favor 5 to 0.  Trustee Bryde was particularly pleased to see the support for the Purple Heart 
endeavor. 

12. Minutes for approval – September 5, 2012   

12.1. Trustee Bryde motions to approve the Minutes for September 5, 2012, Deputy Mayor Piccini 2nd all in 
favor 4 to 0.  Trustee Stockburger abstains. 

13. Surplus equipment disposal – Mayor Schoenig motions to dispose of excess file cabinets at 208 Main Street, old 
computer (with hard drive removed) and two imperfect monitors all listed deemed to have no value, Deputy Mayor 
Piccini 2nd all in favor 5 to 0.

15. Other Business 

15.1. Deputy Mayor Piccini  

15.1.1. Garden Street School survey with developer and Pattern for Progress toured today.  Feedback was 
positive and they complimented us all for being proactive, working with the School District, and not letting 
the building sit for years before addressing the situation. 

15.2. Trustee Stockburger 

15.2.1. Notes that some of the Petunias on Carmel Avenue Bridge are dead. 

15.3. Trustee Bryde 

15.3.1. Notes we met with Hudson Valley United Cerebral Palsy and would like to know if it is now our 
emergency shelter.  Mayor Schoenig says it is in the hands of the BES - Bureau of Emergency Services - to 
designate emergency shelters. 

15.3.2. NY Alert is still on hold and wonders if we should go out on our own with information.  Mayor Schoenig 
says the BES is the coordinating body for this County and we will continue to try to get their representative 
to address us at a regular meeting, then they and we may disseminate further information. 

15.3.3. Asks how Jessica Lopez worked out for after school work.  Things went well, PCAP is funding an hour a 
day but only till the end of September.  



15.4. Mayor Schoenig 

15.4.1. Meeting called by Putnam County Board of Health to discuss outside water user letters that were sent 
from the Village. 

16. New Business 

16.1. Trustee Bryde thanks Jack Gress for his annual memorial ceremony memorializing the 9/11 attacks. 

16.2. Mayor Schoenig notes the letter to property owners scheduled to go out with the water billing on 
October 1st cautioning the owners not to start work without a permit.  Need to note in each property file the 
disposition of each inquiry as they come in the Village Office. 

17. Public Comment 

17.1. Rick Stockburger notes how well the film festival went.  All agree it was a great event and look forward 
to next year. 

17.2. Mr. Donnelly says he is trying to get a meter on his 2” water line but was told to get authorization from 
the Board of Trustees - Mayor Schoenig motions to authorize 544 N. Main St. to install a meter on the 2” line.  
Mr. Donnelly asks if permits are required for the sewer connection.  Mr. Hernandez will get back to him. 

17.3. Charles Bergstrom recommends the addition of “in” and “out” arrows at the entrance to the 208 Main 
parking lot.  Mayor Schoenig says he will speak to DPW Superintendent about the feasibility of doing that.  Also 
recommends street markings in the street outside Beecher’s Funeral Home Putnam Ave./Putnam Terrace.
